The Weaver’s House had many tenants, several of whom
were single women. Hilda Hellgren was one of them, she
ran a damask mill here until the 1920s.

was later taken over by her two daughters.

"Tiny Fla” Fahlstrom supported herself and her weak
mother by crocheting lace for the distinguished ladies of
Orebro. A needle-maker, rope-maker, stove-builder and

an iImpoverished umbrella-maker have also lived here.
